Mixing 


It is important when mixing to ensure that the oil is added to the water and not vice-versa, as this would cause emulsion stability problems.


Concentration Recommendations


General Machining including drilling and sawing


Ferrous metals		4-6%


Non ferrous metals		3-5%


Refractometer correction is not required for Aquatex 3000. Refractometer reads actual dilution


To maximise fluid life:	


Always top up with emulsion-never add water


Keep system free from contaminants


Remove tramp oil periodically


Monitor dilution regularly


Use automatic mixer when possible
