Application


Aquatex 6100 is a multipurpose product recommended for a wide range of medium to heavy duty machining operations on ferrous and non-ferrous metals. It is also recommended for medium to heavy duty grinding.  The added lubricity of the product makes it suitable for tapping operations and for non critical operations on aluminium alloys.  The product is also suitable for a wide range of water hardness and has excellent resistance to the destabilising effect of tramp oil.

Mixing


It is important when mixing to ensure that the oil is added to the water and not vice-versa, as this would cause emulsion stability problems.


Concentration Recommendations


Grinding		2-3 %


General Machining, drilling and sawing		4-6 %


Medium severity operations on more difficult feedstock		5-10 %


There is no requirement for a refractometer conversion factor.  Refactometer reads actual dilution


To maximise fluid life


Always top up with emulsion-never add water	


Keep system free from contaminants


Remove tramp oil periodically	


Monitor dilution regularly


Use automatic mixer whenever possible�
