Concentration Recommendations


Grinding	2 - 4 %


General Machining, drilling and sawing	4 - 6 %


Reaming, Gear Cutting and Hobbing	5 - 10 %


Refractometer correction is not required for Aquatex 6800. Refractometer reads actual dilution


To maximise fluid life:	


Always top up with emulsion-never add water


Keep system free from contaminants


Remove tramp oil periodically


Monitor dilution regularly


Use automatic mixer whenever possible
