Aquatex 9500 can be considered as a replacement for neat oils.


The ability to reject tramp oil and other contaminants provides an extremely clean machining environment and high work piece visibility, important in high speed machining operations on materials such as Cast Irons.

Mixing 


It is important when mixing to ensure that the oil is added to the water and not vice-versa, as this would cause emulsion stability problems.


Concentration Recommendations


General Machining including drilling turning, milling, reaming 


of medium to high tensile materials.							3-5%


Centreless, surface and cylindrical grinding ferrous and non-ferrous materials		2%


High speed CNC machining of cast irons						3-5%


Threading, gear cutting, shaving, boring of medium to high tensile materials		5-10%


Refractometer Correction factor Reading x 1.2 = Percentage Mix


To maximise fluid life:


Always top up with emulsion-never add water


Keep system free from contaminants.


Remove tramp oil periodically


Monitor dilution regularly


Use automatic mixer when possible�
