Application


Texguard XT is a solvent deposited, water displacing, wax film corrosion preventative which is a  multipurpose product with applications in many sectors of industry and is ideal for use where storage conditions cannot be controlled.  For example overseas shipment, outdoor storage or unheated warehouses.  It can be considered as a replacement for conventional vehicle under-seals, its resilience and self healing properties give superior protection against weather and aggressive environments.


Texguard XT coatings remain flexible over a wide range and can withstand temperatures as high as 120 °C without flowing.  Application can be by dip, brush or spray (air assisted or airless). 20 - 25 °C is the recommended application temperature  .


Removal - Texguard XT can be removed with a hydrocarbon solvent or a suitable alkaline cleaner.


Health and Safety


Texguard XT has been formulated to the highest safety standards and is unlikely to present any significant health and safety hazards when used properly in the recommended application and when good standards of industrial and personal hygiene are maintained.  However, should eye contact occur, flush for a minimum of 15 minutes with clean water.  A comprehensive Materials Safety Data Sheet is available on request and is supplied as a matter of course to purchasers of this product.
